In line with recognised principles of humanitarian assstance and exigting guidelines on civil-military relations,
the overdl humanitarian assstance effort in Afghanistan is best served through a division of respongbilities:
government and humanitarian actors have the primary role of providing humanitarian assstance, and the
military is primarily responsble for providing security, and if necessary, basic infrastructure and urgent
recongtruction assistance limited to gap-filling measures until civilian organisations are able to takeover.

Although the mandate of PRTs does not refer to humanitarian activities, given the significant involvement of
PRTs in civilian afairs, and in civil-military liaison, this section outlines the principles which govern their
oerations.
e PRT activities are to support locd priorities within the nationd development framework, such asthe Afghan
Nationa Development Strategy.
e PRTsshould coordinate their activities with the GOA/JUNDPIUNAMA sub-nationa governance programme
and other stakeholdersin provinces where the programme is being implemented.
